North Eaft, afine fmall gale,
we loofed from Plmoth, ha-
uing beene kindly intertained
and curtcoufly vfed by diuers
friends theredwelling, and af-
ter many difficulties in boy=

fterous (tormes, at fength by

Gods prouidence vpon the

ninth of Nowember following,
by breake of the day we efpied Jand which we deemed to
be Cape Cod,and fo afterward it proved, And the appea-
rance of it much comforted vs, efpecially, (eeing fo good-
Iy a Land,and woodded to the brinke of the {ea, it caufed
vetoreioyce together, and praife God that had given vs
once againe to fee land, And thus wee made our courfe
South South Weft,parpofing to goc to a Riuer tenleagues

to the South of the Cape,but at night the winde being con-
trary, we putround againe for the Bay of (lape Ced : and
vpon the 11, of Nosember, we came to an anchor in the
Bay, which is a good harbour and pleafant Bay, circled
round, except inthe entrance, which is about foure miles
ouer from land to land, compatfed about to the very Sea
with Okes, Pines, Iuniper,Saflifras,and other fweet wood;
it is a harbour wherein 1000. faile of Ships may fafely ride,
there werelieued ourfelues with wood and water, and re-
frefhed our people,while our fhallop was fitted to coaftthe
Bay;to fearch for an habitation: therewas the greateft (tore
of fowle that euer we faw, ; :

And cuery day we faw Whales playing hard by vs;, of
which in that place;if we had inftruments & meanes to take
them, wemight haue made a very rich returne, which to
our great gricfe wewanted, Our malterand his mate, and
others experienced in fifhing, profelled, we might haue
madethree or foure thoufand pounds werth of Oyle; they
preferred it beforeGreenland Whale-fithing,& purpofe the
next winter to fith for Whale here ; for Cod we aMayed,but
found none,thereisgood [tore no doubr in their feafon.
Neicher got we any fith all che time we lay there, but fome
few little onesonthe (hore. We found great Mufsles, and
very facand full of Sea pearle, but we could noe eat them,
for they made vsall (ickethatr did eat, aswell (aylers as paf-
fengers ; they caufed ro calt and fcoure, butthey were foone
wellagaine, The bay is fo round &circling, that beforewe
could cometo anchor, wewent round allthe psints of the

-Compalle. Weconld not come neerethe (hore by three
quarters of an Englith mile, becaufe of fhallow warer,
which wasa great preiudice to vs, for our people going on
fhore were forced towadeabow fhoot or two in geing a-
land,which cavfed many to get coldsand coughs, for it was
many timesfreczing cold weather, :
This day before we came to harbour,obferving fome not
well affe¢ted to vnitieand concord, but gaue fome appea-
ranceof fa&ion, it was thought good there fhould bean af-

they tooke into another wood, and weafter them,fuppofing

to finde fome of their dwellings, but we marched thorow

bougiies and bufhes, and vnder hills and vallies, which tore.

our very Armour in peeces, and yet could meete with none
of them, nor their houfes, nor finde any freth water, which
we grcat(y defired, and ftcod in need off, for we broughe
neither Beere nor Water with vs, and our victuals was one-
Iy Bisket and Holland cheefe, and alitcle Bottle of aguavite,
{o as we were fore a thirft. About ten aclocke we cameinto

a-deepe Valley, full of bruth, wood-gaile, and long grafle;.

through which we found little paths or tradls, andthere we
faw a Deere,and found fprings of frefh water, of which we
were heartily glad, and{atvs downe and drunke our fir(t
New-Englend water with asmuch delight as euer we d¢runke

.drinke in all our lives, Wken we had refrefhed our {elues,
we direed our courfe full South,that wemight come totke.

{bore, which within a (hort while after we did, and there

made 2 fire, that they in the fhip might fee where wee were,

( as we had dire@ion ) and{o marched on towards this fuip-

oled River ; andas we wentin another valley. wefound
a fine cleere Pond of frefh water, being aboura Musket (Lot
byroad,and twile as long ; there grew alfo many {mall vines,
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and Foule and Deerchaunted there ; there grew much Safa-
fras : from thence we wenton & found much plaineground,’
about fiftic Acres,ficforthe Plow,and fome {3gnes where the
Indians had formerly planced their corne jafter chis, fome
thought it belt for nearenefle of the river to goe downe and
travaife on the Seafands, by which meanesiome of our men
weretyred, and lagged behind, fo werltsyed and gathered
themvp,and ftruckinto the Land againe ; where wefound a
little pach to certaincheapesoffand, one whereof was cove-
red with old Matts, and had a woedden thing likea morter
whelmed on the top of it, andan earthen poclayd in alitdle
holeattheend thereof; we mufing whatic might be,digged
& found a Bow,and,as wethought, Arrowes,but they were
rotten 3 We fuppofed there were many other things, but
becaufe we deemed them graues, we putin the Bow againe
and made it vp as it was,and left the reft vntouched ;becaufe
we thought it would be odious vinto them toranfacke cheir
Sepulchers. We went on further and found new ftubble, of
which they had gotten Corne this yeare,and many Wallnue -
trees full of Nuts,and grear {tore of Strawberries; and fome
Vines ; pafling thus a field or two, which were not great, we
came to another, which had alfo bin new getren, and there
we found where an houfe had beene, and foure or fue cld
- Plankes layed together ; alfo we found a great Ketle, which
had beene fome Shipsketle and brought out of £nropesthere
was alfo an heape of fand, madelike the former, bur it was -
newly done, we might fec how they had padled ic with their

\ hands, which wedigged vp, and in it we found a liztle old
Basket full of faire Judiar Cutne,and digged furcher & found
afine great new Baskecfull of very fairecorne of this yeaie,
with {ome 36.go0dly eares of corne,foine yellow,and forre
red,and others mixt withblew, which was avery goodly .
fight :the Basket was round, and narrow at the top, it held |
about three or foure Buthels,which wasasmuch astwo ofvs
could lift vp from the ground, and was very handfomely
and canningly made ; But whilft wee were bufie abour thefe
things,we {et our men Sentinell in around ring, all but two

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or three which digged vp the corne. We were infufpence,
what to doe withit, and the Ketle, and ac length afrer much
confultatien, we concluded to take the Ketle, and as much
of the Corne as we could carry away withvs and when our
Shallep came, if we could find any of the people, and come
to parley with them,we would giue them the Ketleagaine,
and {a:isfie them for their Corne, fo wee tooke all the eares
and put a good deale of cheloofe Corne in the Ketlefor two
men to bring away on a (tafle sbelides, they that could put
any into their Pockets filled the fame jthereft wee buried a-
gaiae,for we werefo laden with Armour that we could car-
ry nomore. Netfarre from this place we found the remain-
der of ani old Fort,or Palizado, which as we conceiued had:
beene made by fome Chriftians, this was alfo hard by that
place which we thought had beene ariver, vato which wee
went and found itfo tobe, devidingit felfeinto two armes
by an high banke, (tanding right by the cut or mouth which
came from the Seaythat which was next vnto vs was the letTe,
the other arme was more then twife as big,and not vnliketo.
be an harbour for (hips ; but whether it be afrefh river, or
onely an indraught of the Sea, we had no time to difcover 5.
for wee had Commandementto be out but two dayes. Here
alfo we faw two Canoas, theone on the one fide, the other
on theother {ide, wee could not beleeue it was a Canca, till
we came neare it, fo we returned leauing the further difco-
very hereofto our Shallop,and came thar pight backe againe:
to the frefh waterpond, and there we made our Randevous
that night, making a great fire, and a Baricado to windward:
“of vs,and kept good watch withthree Sentinellsall night,
euery oneftanding when histurne came, while fiue or fixe-
inches of Matchwas burning.

as can be, which webrought away with vs. Intheend wee

got out of the Weood, and were fallen about a myletoo high -

aboue the creake, where we faw three Bucks, but we had ra-

ther hauchad onc of them. Weealfo did {pring three couple -

of Partridges ; and as wecamealong by the ercake, weefaw
great flockes of wild Geeleand Duckes, but they werevery
Eoarcfull of vs. So we marched fome while in the Woods,
fonie while on the fands;and other whilein the watervp to
the knees,till at length we came neare the Ship,andthen we
(hot cif our Peeces,and the long Boatcameto fetch vs ;ma-
fter Jones,and malter Carwer being on the fhore, withmany
of our people, came to meete Vs, And thus wee caree both
weary and well-come home,and delivered in our Cornein-
to the ftore, to be kept for {eed, forwee knew not how to
come by any, and therefore were very glad. purpofing {o

fooneas wecovld meete with any ofthe Inhabiranrsof that -

place, tomake them large fatigfacion. This was our firft
Difcovery, whillt our Shatlop was in repairing s our peogie
'did make things as fitting as they could, and time would, in
fecking out wood, and heluing of Toeles, and fawing cf
Tymber tobuild a new Shaliop, but the difcommediou{nes
of the harbour did much hinder vs forwe could neicher gee
to, nor come from the thore, but at high water, which was
much to our hinderance and hart for ofrentimes they waded
to the midle of the thigh, and oft to the knees, to goe and
come from land 5 fome did it necellarily,and fome for their
“owne pleafore, but it brought to the m oft, if not o all,
coughes and colds, the weather prouing fodainly cold and
(tormie, which afterward turned to thefcurvey;w Lereof ma-

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When our Shallop was fitindeed, before (he wasfully fit-

ted, for there was two dayes worke after beltowed on her,

there was appointed fome 24 men of our owne,and armed,
then to goe and makea moretull difcovery of the rivers be-

fore mentioned. Mafler fores was delirous to goe with vs, .

and tocke fuch of his {aylers as he thovght viefull for vs;loas
we were in all about 54. men ; wee made malter Jowes our
1 ezder,; for we thought it belt heremn to grarifie his kindnes
and forwardnes. When we were {et toreh, 1t proued rough
weather and crofle windes,{o aswe were confirained, fome
in the Shallop, and others in the long Boate, to row tothe

neereft fhore che wind would fuffer them to goe vnto, and -
then to wade out abouethe knees ; the wind was fo ftromg

as the Shallop could not keepe the water, but wasforced to
harbour there chat night,but we marched {ixeor feaven miles
further, and appointedthe Shallop to come to vs as {oone

~ asthey could. 1t blowed and did Inow alithat day & nighe,

and frofe withall; fome of our peeple thatare deadrooke the
originall of their death here. The next day about 11.a clocke
our Shallop came to vs, and wee thipped our felues,and the
wind being good, we fayled tothe river we formerly difco-
vered, which we named, Co/d Harbour,10 which when wee
came we found it not Navigable for Ships, yet wetheught it
might bea guod harbour for Boats, for it Howes there 12,
foote at high water. Welanded our men betweenechetwo
creckes,and marched fometoureor fiue myles by the greater
of'them, and the Shallopfollowed vs 5 2t length night grew

on, and our men were tired with marching vp and downe:

the (teepe hills,and deepevallies,which lay halfea foor thicke
with fnow ¢ Maulter Zones wearied with marching, was defi-

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the morning our refolution held not, becaufe many liked

‘not the hillineile of the foyle, and badnetle of che harbour,

{o we turned towardsthe other creeke, that wee mightgoe.
overand looke for the relt of the Corne that we lefr behind
when we were here before; when we cameto the crecke, we
faw the Canow lie on the dry ground, and a flocke of Geefe.
in the river, at which onemadea fhot,and killed a coupleof
them, and we lanched the Canow & fetchethem and when
we had done;fhe carryed vsover by feaven or eight at onge..
This done,we marched to the place where wehadthe corne
formerly, which place we called Corue-bsll 5 and digged and
found the reft;of which we were very glad : we allo digged
ina placea lictle further off, and found a Botle of oyle 5 wee
went to another place, whichwe had {eene before; and dig.
ged, and found more corne, viz. twoor three Baskets full
of Indian W heat,and a bag of Beanes, witha good many of
faire Wheat-cares; whilll lome of vs were digging vp this,
fome othersfound another heape of Corne,which they dig-
ged vpallo, foaswehad in allabout ten Bufhels, whichwill
ferue vs fufhiciently for {eed. And fure it was Gods good
providence that wefoundthis Corne, for els wee know not

how we fhould haue doneyfor we knew not how we (hould

find, or meete with any of the Indians, except it be to doevs
amifchiefe. Alfo wehad neuerin all likelihood feene a graine
ofiryif we had not madeour firlt Tonrney ; for the ground
was now covered with fnow, and fo hard frofen, that we
were faine with our Curtlaxes and fhoxrt Swords, to hew
and carue the ground afoot deepe, andthen wrelt it vp with
Jeavers, for we had forgot to bring other Tooles 3 whilit we
werein this imploymeat, foule weather being towards, Ma-
{te: Jones wasearnell to goe abourd,but fundry of vsdefiied
to make further difcovery, and to find out the Zudians habi-
rations, {> we fent home wich him our weakelt people, and:
{ome that were ficke, and all the Corne, and 18. of vs {tayed
{till, and lodged there that night, and defired that the Shal-
lop might returneto vs nest day,and bring vs fome Mat-
tocks and Spades with them..

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" The next morning we foliowed certaine beaten pathes

and cracs of the fndians into the Weods, {fuppoling they
would haue led vs into fome Towne, or houles; afies wee -

had gone a while, we lighe vpon a very broad beatea path,
well nightwotoote broad then welighted all our Marches,
and prepared our {elues, concluding wee were neare their
dwellings, but in the end wefoundit to be onely a path made
to drive Decrein, when the Zndians hunt, as wee {uppofed ;
when we had marched five or lix myles into the Woods,and
could find nofignes of any people, we returned 2gaine ano-
ther way,and as we cameunto the plaine ground,wee found
aplacelike a graue, but it was much bigger and longer then
any we had yecfeene. Jrwasal{o covered with boords, {o as
we mufed what it fhould be, and refolved to digge it vp,
where we found, fir{ta Matt, and vnder thata fayre Bow,
andthere another Matt, and vader that a boord aboutthree

quarters long, finely carued and paynted, with threetynes,

or brocheson the top, like a Crowne ; alfo betweene the
Matts we found Boules; Trayes, Difhesyand {fuch like Trin-
kets sat length we came to a faire new Matt,and vnder that
two Bundles, the one bigger, the other lefle,we opened the
greater and found in ita great quantitie of fine and perfect
red Powder, and initthe bones and skull of a man. The
skull had fineyellow haire {lillonit, and fome of thefle(h
vnconfumed ; there wasbound vp with it a knife, a pack-
needle, and two or three old iron things. It waz bound vp
ina Saylers canvas Cafacke,and apayre of cloth breeches
thered Powder was 2 kind of Embaulment, and yeelded 2
{trong,but no effenfiue fmell ; It wasasfincas any flower.
We opened the letlebundle likewile,and found obthe fame
Powderin it,and the bones and head ofa little childe,aboue
theleggs, and other pares of it was bound {irings,and brace-
lets of hne white Beads ; there was zlio byt a iittie Bow,a-
boutthreequarters long. and fome other odd knackes ; we
brought fundry of the pretieft things away with vs, and co-
vered the Corpsvpagaine. Afterthis,we diggedin {undry
dike places, but found ne more Corne;nor any things cls but

might ridein fiue fachom water, wee on theland found it to
be alevill foyle, but noneof the fruitfullelt 5 wee faw two
beckes of frafh water, which were the fir{t running fircames
that we faw in the Country,but epe might flrideoverthem :

Therewas aluftic man and no whit lefle valiant, who was
thoughtto bee their. Captaine; ftood behind a cree within
halfea musket fhot of vs, and there lec his arrowesfly at vs 5
hee wasfeene to fhoote three arrowes; which were all avoy-
ded, forhearwhom the firlt arrow was aymed, faw it;and
ftooped downeand it flew over him , therelt wercavoyded
alfo: he (tood three thots of 2 Musket, atlength one tooke
_as hefaydfullaymeat him, after which hegauc an extraor-
dinary cry and away they went all , weefollowed them a-

‘bout 2 quarter of a mile, but wee left fixe to keepe our Shal-
lop,for we were carefull of our bufinelle: then wee fhouted
all together twofeverall times, and (hot off a couple of mus-
%kets and fo returned: this wee did that they mighe {ee wee

were not afraydofthem nor difcouraged. Thus it pleafed
E 2 Ged
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God to vanquifk our Enemiesand giue vs deliverance , by

their noyfe we could not gueilechac they were letlethen thir-
ty or forty,though {fome thought that they wereinany more .
yet in the darke of the morning, weeeould not fo well dif-
cerne them among thetrees, asthey couldfeevs by our fire
fide, wetooke vp 18.of their arrowes which we haue {ent
to England by Maller Ioves, fome whereof were headed with
braife,others with Harts hotne,& others with Eagles clawes
many thore no doubt were fhat, for thele we found, were
almoft covered with leaues : yet by the efpeciall providence
of God, noneof them either hit or ‘hurt vs, though many
came clofe by vs,andon every fide ofvs, and {ome coates
which hung vp in our Baricado , were fhot through and
through. So' after wee had given Godthankes for our deli-
verance, wee tooke our Shaliop and went on our Iourney,
and calledthis place,The firft Enconnters fromhence wein-
tended tohaue {ayled to the aforefayd theecvifh Harbour, if
weefound no convenient Harbour by the way, having the
wind good,we fayled all that day along the Coalt about 15,
leagues, but faw neicher River nor Creeke to putinto , af-
ter we had fayledan houre or two, it began to {now and
raine, and ro bebad weather ; about the mid{tof the after-
noone, the windeincreafed and the Seasbegan to be very
rough,and the hinges of the rudder broke, fo that we could
fteere no longer with it, but two men with much adoe were
faineto ferue witha couple of Oares,the Seas were growne

* {o great, that we were much troubled andin great daunger,

and night grew on : Anon Mafter Coppinbad vsbe of good
cheerehefaw the Harbour, as we drew neare, the gale be-
ing fliffe, and we bearing great fayle toget in,{plitour Maft

“in 3. péices,and were like to haue caft away our Shallop ,yet

by Gods mercy recovering our fclues, wee had the floud
with vs,and (truck into the Harbour.

Now he that thought that had beene the place was decei~
ved, it being a place where notany of vs had bccne.beforc,
and comming into the Harbour, hethatwas our Pilot did

bearé vp North-ward, whichif we had continued we; had
Ve ccne
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* beene caft away, yet {lill the Lord kept vs, and we bare vp
for an Jland before vs,and recovering of thatlland, being
compatled about with many Rocks,and darke night grow-
ing vpon vs, it pleafed the Divine providence that we fell
vpon a place of fandy ground, where our Shallop did ride
fafe and fecure all that night, and commingvpona (trange
Iland kept our watch all nightin the rainevpon that lland s

*and in the morning we marched about 1t, & found no Inha-
bitantsat all, and here wee made our Randevousall thatday
being Saturday, Io. of December, onthe Sabboth day wee
refted,and on Munday we founded the Harbour,and found
it auery good Harbour forour fhipping, we marched alfo
jnto the Land,and found divers corne ficlds,and litcle rune
ning brookes, a place very good for fcituation, {o we retur-
nedto our Ship againe with goodnewes to the reft of our
peeple, which did much comfort their hearts.

On thefifteenth day, we waighed Anchor,te goeto the

- placewehad difcogered, and comming within two leagues

of the Land,we could not fetch the Harbour, but werefaine
to put roome againe towards Cape (od, our courfelying

Wefl; and the wind was at North welt, butit pleafed God

that the next day being Saturday the16.day,the winde came

faire,and wee putto Sea againe,and came fafely into a fafe
Harbour; and within halfe an houre the winde changed, {o
as if we had beene letted buta little, we had gone backe to
Cape Cod. This Harbour is a Bay greater then Cape Cod,
compailed with a goodly Land,and in theBay,2.fine llands
vninhabited, wherein are nothing but wood, Okes, Pines,
Wal-nut, Beech, Safifras, Vines,and other trees which wee
knownot; ThisBay is amoft hopetull place, innumerable
ftore of fowle,and excellent good, and cannotbut bee of
fifh in theirfeafons: Skote, Cod, Turbet,and Herring,wee
haue talted of, abundance of Muflesthe greate(t & beti thac
ever we faw ; Crabs, and Lobfters, in their time infinite, It

is in fafhion like a Cikle or Fifh-hooke. |
- Munday the 13. day, wewent aland, manned with the
Maifter of the Ship,and 3. or 4. of the Saylers, we marched
E 3 along,
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along the coalt in the woods, fome7. or 8. mile, but faw not

- an Indian nor an Indian houle, only we found where former-

ly, had beene fome Inhabitants,and where they had planted
their corne:we found notany Navigable River, but 4.or 5.
{mall running brookes of very fweet trefh water,thatall ron
into the Sea : The Land tor the crult of the earth isa
fpits depth, excellent blacke mold and facin fome places, 2.

or 3.great Oakes but not very thicke,Pines,Wal-nuts Beech

Afh, Birch, Hafell, Holley, Afp, Safifras, inabundance, &
Vines euery where, Cheiry trees, Plum trees, and many
other which weknow net; imany kinds of hearbes,wefound
heere.in Winter, as Strawbery leauesinnumerable, Sorrell,
Yarow, Caruell, Brook-lime, Liver-wort, Water-crefles,
reat {tore of Leckes,and Onyons,and an excellent ftron

-kind of Flaxe, and Hempe ; hereisfand, gravell, and excel-

lent clay no better in the Worlde, excellent for pots, and
will wafhlike fope , and grear [tore of {tone, though fome-

“what foft, and the beft water that everfwe drunke, and the
Brookesnow begin to befull of fith ; that night many being

weary with marching, wee wentabourd againe.

The next morning being Tuefday the 19.0f December,
wee went againe to-difcover further; fomewenton Land,
and fomein the Shallop, the Land we found as the formet
day we did, and we found a Crecke,and went vp three En-

gliflh myles,a very pleafant river at full Sca, a Barke of thirty

tunne may goe vp, butaclow water {carceour Shallop could

~ paffe : this placewe had a great liking to plantin, but that

itwas {o farre from our fithing our principall profit,and fo
incompailed with woods, that wefhould beein much dan-

ger of the Salvages, and our number being folittle, and fo '

mueh ground to cleare, {o 3swee thought good to quit and

cleare that place, till we were of more firength 3 {fome of vs
‘hauing a good minde for fafety to plantin the greater lle,

wee crofied the Bay which thereis fiue or fixe myles ouer,
and found the Ileabout a myle and a halfe, ortwo myles a-
‘bout, allwooded,and nofrefh water buc2, or 3. pits, that
‘we dotibted of frefh water in Sununer, and fo fultof wood,

That night we returned againe afhip boord, with refolu-

tion the next morning to fetle on fome efthole places, foin

the morning, after we had called on God for direction, we
came to this refolution, to goe prefently athore againe, and -
to takea better view of two places, which wee thought moft
fitcting for vs, for we could not now take time for further

fearch or confideration, our victuals being much {pent, efpe-

cially,our Beere,and it bcing now. the 19.of December, Af-
ter our landing and viewing of the places,fo well aswe could

we came to a conclufion,by moft voyces,to {et on the maine
Land, on the firft place, on an high ground,where there isa
great deale of Land cleared, and hath beene planted with
Cornethreeor foure yearesagoe, and there is a very {weet

brookerunnesvnder che hill fide,and many delicate iprings. .

of as good water as can be drunke, and where we may har-

bour our Shallops and Boates exceeding well, and in this. .

brooke much good fifh in their feafons: on the further fide
of the river alfo much Corne ground cleared, in one field is
-a great hill,on which wee poynt to make a plat-forme, and
plant our Ordinance, which will command all round about,
from thence we may fee into the Bay,and farreinto the Sea,
and we may feethence (ape (od: our greate(t labour will be
fetching of ourwood, which is halfe a quarter of an Englith

here we yet know not, for as yet we haue {eene none,fo

Abouti1.a Clockethe Shallop went off with much adoe -
with provifion, but could not returne it blew fo {irong, and
was fuch foule weather, thatwe weye forced to lct fall our
Anchor,and ride with three Anchors an head. :

Munday the 25, day, we went on fhore, fome to fell
tymber, fome to {aw, fonie to rive,and fometo carry, fono
man refted all that day, but towards night fome asthey were
ac worke, heard a noyie of fome Zndians, v hich caufed vsall
to goe'to our Muskets, but we heard no further,{o we came
aboord againe, and left fome twentie to kecpe the court of
gard ; that night wehad a fore ftorme of winde andrayne. -
Munday the 2¢. being Chriftmasday,webegan to drinke
water aboord, but at nightathe Malier caufed vs to haue

{ome Beere, and fo on bocrd wehad diverfe timesnow and

then fome Beere, buten fhore none atall, :

Wednefday the 27. we went to worke 2gaine.

T hur{day the28.of December, fo many as could went to
worke on the hill,where we purpofed to build ur platforme
for our Ordinanceatdwhich doth commandallche plaine,
and the By, and from whence wemay {ecfarreinto the fea,
and might be eafier impayled, having two rowes of houfes
and a faire ftreete. So in the afterncone we went to mea-
fure out the grounds, and firft, we tocke notice how ;nan.y

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Families they were, willing all ingle men that had no'wiues
to ioyne with fome Familie, as they thought fir, that {o we
might build fewer houfes, which was done, and wereduced
them to 1 9.Families; to greater Families we aliotted larger
plots, to every perfon haifea pole in breadth, and three in
lengeh; and fo L'ots were caft where euery man (hould lie,

which was done, and'{taked out 5 we thought this propor-

tion was large enoughrac the firfl, for houfes and gardens,to
itmpale them round, confidering the ‘weaknes cf our peo-
ple, many of chem growing ill with coldes, for cur former
Difcoveriesin froft and ftermes, and the wading at Cape
C'od had brought much weakenes amongft vs, which increa-
fed fu every day more and more, andafter was the caufcof
many of their deaths. ' | _
Fryday and Saturday, wefitted our {elues for our labour,
but our people onfhoreweremuch troubled and difcoura.
ged wich rayneand wete thatday, being very ftormicand
cold 3 we (awgreat fmokes of fire made by the Indéians about
fix or feaven myles from vsas we coniectured.

Th.iy; day, Francis Billingtor,having the wecke before feeae
from the top ofa rrec on an hie hill a great fea as hethought,
went with one of the Maltersmates to {ec it,they wcnttl%?c&‘
myles, and then came to a great water, devided into two
great Lakes, the bigger of them fiue or {ixe myles in circuit,
and initan lie ofa Cable length [quare,thepther three miles.
in compatle 3 intheir eftimation they are fine frefh water,
full of fith,and foule ; a brookeiffues fromit,ic wil! be an ex-
cellent helpe for vsin time. They found feaven or eight
Indian houfés, but not lately inhabited, when they {aw the

intworon~es of houfes for more f{afety : we devided by
lott the plot of ground whereon to bulld our Towne : At-
ter the propoxcion formerly allotted, wee agreed that every
man (hould build hisowne houle, thinking by that courle, .
men would make mere haft thenworking in common : the
commeon houfe. in which for the firft, we made our Rende-
vous, being neere finifhed wanted onely couering, it being:
about 20, foote {quare , fome fhould make morteri. and.
OIMe.
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fome gather thatch, fo thatin foure dayeshalfc of it was that-

ched, froft and foule weather hindred vs much, this tine

_ofthe yeare feldome could wee workehalfethe wecke.

Thur{day the cleuenth, #illsam Bradfordbeing at worke,
- (for it was afaire day ) was vehemently taken with agriefe

and paine, and fo fhot to his huckle-bone ; It was doubted
that he would haue inftantly dyed, hee got colde in the for-
mer difcoveries,efpecially the laft, and felcfome paine in
his anckles by times,buthe grewa lictlebetter towards night
and in time through Gods mercie in the vic of meanes reco-
vered.

Friday the 12. wewent to worke, bat about noone, ic
began to raine, that itforced vs to giveover worke.

%’his day, two of our people put vsin great forrow and
care, there was 4.fent to gatherand cut thatch in the mor-
ning, and two of them, lobn Gosdman and Peter Browne,
hsving cut thatch all the fore- noone, wentto a further place,
“and willed the othertwo,to binde vpthar which was cue
and to followthem ; fo theydid,being about 2 myleand
an halfe from our Plantation : but when the two cameaf-
ter, they could not finde them,nor heareany thing of them
at all, though they hallowed and fhouted as loud as they

could, fothey returnedto the Company and told them of

je:whereupon Malter Leaver & three or toure more went to
{eeke them , but could heare nothing of them, fo they recur-
ning, fent more, but thac night they could heare nothing ar
all of them : the next day they armed 10, or 12. men out
verilythinkingthe ludians had furprifed them , they wene
{ecking 7-or 8. myles, but could neither fee nor heareany
thingat all, fo they recurned with much difcomfort to vs
all. Thefe two that were mifled, at dinner time tooke
their meate intheir hands,and would goe walke and re-
frefh themfelues.fo going alitle off they findea lake of wa-
ter,and havingagreat Mafiffe bicchwiththemanda Spane
nell ; bythe water fidethey found agreat Deere.the Dogs
thafed him , and they followed fo firre agthey loft them-
felies,and could not finde the way backe , they wardred

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ailthatafrer noonebeing wett, and at night it did frecze
andfnow, they were llenderly apparclied and had no weas
pons but each onehis Cicle, norany victuals , they ranged,
vp.and downeand could finde noncof the Salvages habi-
tations ; whenit drew to mght they were much perplexed,
for they could finde neither harbour nor meate;bucinfrott.
and {now, wereforced to makecthe earth their bed, and the.
Element their covering, and another thing did very much, -
terrific them;they heard as they thought two Lyons roaring;
exceedingly foralongtime together; and a third, that they
thought was very nere them, {o not knowing what to do,they
refolved to chimbe vp into 2 tree as their fafelt refuge,though
that would proue an intollerable colde lodging 3 fo they:
fYoode atthe rrees roote, that when the Lyonscame they
might take theiropporuwniticof ¢limbing vpythe bitch they. .
were faine to hold by thenecke, for fliee would haue beene
gone to the Lyon ybut ic pleafed God {o to difpofe,that the
wilde Beaftes came not: fothey walked vp and downevn-
der the Treeall night , it wasanextreameculde night, {o.

lakesand brookesand woods , and in oneplace where the
Salvages had burnt the fpace of 5. miyles inlength, which.
is a fine Champion Countrey;and even. In theafter-noone,.
it pleafed God froman high Hill they difcovered the two
lesin the Bay, and {o that night got to the Plantation, be-.
ingready to faint with travaile and- want of victuals , and.
almoftfamithed with colde, Jobn Goodrsin was faine to have.
his fhooescut off his feete they were fo {fwelled with colde,
and itwasa long whileafter ere he wasable togoe; thofe
on the fhore were much comforted at their returne,but they

. on fhip-boord were grieved asdeeming them loft ; but the.

next day being the 4. of lanuary, in the morning abous
fiseof the clocke. the winde being veiy great, they on fhip-
boord fpied their great new Randevousonfire, which was.
to them a new di{comfort , fearing becaufe of the fuppofed.
lofle of the men,- that the Salvages had fiered them, neither,
could chey prefently goeto them for. want of waser, but af-.

the Mafter and others{aw two Savages, thathad beenc on
the Iland nere our Ship, what they came for wee could not
tell, they were going fo farre backe againe before they were
‘defcried, that we could not {peake wich them, ;
Sunday the 4. of February, was very wett and rainie,with
thegreatelt gufts of winde that ever we had (ince wee came
forch,that though werid in a very good harbour,yet wewere
in danger, becaufe our Ship waslight, the goods taken out,
and fhevnballafed ; and it caufed much daubing of our hou-
{es to fall downe. - ‘
Frydaythe o, ftillthe cold weather continued, that wee
could doelittle worke. Thatafter-noone our little houfe for
our ficke people was fet on fire by a [parke thatkindled in the
roofe, but no great harme wasdone. That evening the ma-
fter going afhore kilied fiue Geefe, which he friendly diftri-
buted among the (icke people ; he found alfo a goed Deere
killed, the Savages had cut off the hornes, anda Wolfe was
cating of him, how lie came there we could not conceiue.
Friday the 16. cay,wasa faire day,but thenortherly wind
continued, which continued the froft, this day 2fter-noone
one of our people being a fouling, and having taken a fand
by aerecke fidein the Reeds,about amyle and an halfe from
our Plantation,there came by him twelue Zudians,marching
towards our Plantation & in the woodshe heard the noyfe
of manymore, he lay clofe till they were pafled, and then
with what fpeed he could he wenthome & gauethe Alarm,
{othe people abroad in the woods returned & armed them-
{elues, but faw none of them, onely toward the evenin
they madea great fire, about the place where they were ﬁrﬁ
dilcovered : Captaine <M iles Standsfh, and Francis Cooke be-
ing at worke in the Woods, comming home, left thf‘f-r

- Saturday the 17 day,in the morning we called a meeting
for the eftablifhing of military Orders amongft our felues,
and we chofe Miles Stardi(h our Captaine, and gauehim au-

‘thoritic of commandin affayres : andas we werein confuls
tation here abouts,two Savages prefented them{cluesvpen.
the top of an hill,overagainlt our Plantation,abouta quar--
ter of a myle andlefle, 2nd made lignes vnto vs to come vne-
to them ; we likewife made fignes vato them to cometo vs, .
whereupon we armed our felucs, and ftood readie, and fent
two over the brooke towards them, to wit, Captaine Sran~
difrand Steven Hopkins, who went towards them, onelyone
ofthem had a Musket, which they layd downe on the ground .
in their fight, in figne of peace, and to parley wich them, but.
the Savages would not tarry their comming : anoyfe ofa-
grear many more was heard behind the hill, but no more-
camein fight. This caufed vs to plantour great Ordinances-
in places moft convenient. |

W ednefday the 21.0f February,the maftercame on fhore.
with many of his Saylers, and brought with him one of the
great Peeces, called a CMinson, and helped vs to draw it vp
the hill, withanother Peece that lay on fhore,and mounted .
them, and a faller and two bafes ; ke brought with him ave-
ry fat Goofe to eatewithvs,and we had a fat Crane, and a
Mallerd,and 2 dry’d neats-tongue, and {o wee were kindly
andfriendly together.

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¢old, but faire;that day Mafter Carver with fiue other went -

to the great Ponds, which feemeto be excellent fithing: pla~
ces 5 all the way they wentthey found it exccedingly beaten

and haunted with Deere, but they faw nonesamongft other

foule, they faw onea milke white foule; with a very blacke

head : this day fome garden feeds were lowen.

Fryday the 16.atayre warme day towards; this mornin g .

we deécermined to-conclude of the military Orders, which
we had began to confider ofbefore, but were interrupted by

the Savages,as we mentioned formerly ; and whillt wéwere

buliéd here-about, we were interrupted againe, for there
preleated himfelfe a Savage, which cauled an Alarm, he ve-
ry boldly came all alone and along the houfes {traight o the
Randevous, where we intercepted him,not fuffering himto
goe in, as vndoubtedly he would, out of hisboldneiles hee

-~ faluted vs in Englith, and bad vswell-cgme, for hehad lear-

ned fome broken Englith among(t the Englith men that
came to fith at CMonchrggon, and knew by name theimolt of
the'Captaines, Commanders,& Malters,chat viually come,

he wasa man frec in fpeech, fo farre as he could expretic his

minde, and of a feemely carriage, we queflionced him of mas
ny things, he was the firft Savage we could meetewithall; he
fayd he was not of thefe parts, bue of CAorattiggen, and oiie
of the Sagamores or Lordsthereof; and had beene 8. moneths
in thefe parts, it lying hence a dayes faylewith a great wind,
and fine dayes by land;he di{courfed of the whole Country,
and of every Province, and of their Sagamores, and their
number of fen, and (rength 5 thewind beginningtorifea
lictle, we caft a horfemans coat about him, for hewas {tarke
naked, onely aleather about his walt, with a fringe abouta
fpanlong,or licclemore ; hehad abow & 2 arrowes, theone

headed, and the other vizheaded 5 hewas a tall firaigheman,

¢he haire of his head blackeflong behind,onely (fortbefore,
sionie on his face at all ; he asked fome beere,but wegaue him
{trong water, and bisket; 2nd butter,and cheefe, & pudding,
and a pecceof a mallerd, all which he liked well, ané had bin
gequainted with fuch amongft the Englifh ; he told ‘vsl the
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placc_where'we. now liue, is called, Patuxet, and that about

_ toure yeares agoe; all the Inhabitants dyed of an extraordi-

nary plague,and there is neither man, womar, nor childe

remaining, as indeed we haue found none,fo asthereis none

to hinder our potleffion,orto lay claime vatoitsall the after-
noone we {pent in communication with him,we would glad-

ly haue beene rid of himn atnight, buthe was not willingto,

goe this night,then we thoughtto carry him on (hip-bocrd,
wherewith he was well content, and went inco the Shallop,

but the winde was high and water {cant, that it could not

returne backe: welodged him that night at Sreven Hopksas
houfe, and watched himn jithe next day he went away backe
to the CMafufosts from whence he fayd he came,whoare our
next bordering neighbouts : they are fixue ftrong, ashe
fayth: the Naufires aie as neere South-call of them, and are
ahundred frong, and thofe werc they of whom cur people

- were encountreds as we before related. They are muchin-
“cenfed and provoked again(i the Eaglith, and about eyght

moncthsagoe flew three Englith men,and two more hardly

_efcaped by fight to Cifonhiggon 5 they were Sit Ferdinands
.Gorge hiismen,as this Savage told vs,as he did ikewifc of the

‘Huygeries that isy Fight, that our difcoverers had with the

- Nanfites, & of our tooles that were caken out of the woods,

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Saturday and Sunday reafonablefayre daves. On this'day
came agame the Savage, and broughe with him fiue oiher
tall proper men, they had every mana Deeres skin ‘on him,
and che principall of therahad a wild Cats skin, or fuchlike |
on the onearme ;they had moft of them' long hofenvp to
their groyues, clofe made ; and aboue their groynes to their
waft anocher leather they werealtogetherlike the /ryfh-trou-
fes;they are of cumplexionlike our Englith Gipleys no haire
or very litile on their taces, on their headslong haire to their
fhoulders, ouely cut before {fome trutled vp before witha
feathér, broad wife, like afanne,anctherafox tayle hanging
out : thefe left ( according to our charge giuen hin betore )
their Bowes and Arrowes a quarter of a myle from our
‘Towie, we gaue then entertaynement as we theught was
fitting them, they did eatcliberally of our Englifh victuals,
they made femblance vnto vs of friend(hip and amitic 5 they
{fong & dincei after their maner like Antickssthey broughe
with them in a ching like a Bow-cafe(which the principall of
them had about his waft ) alittle of their Corne pownded to
Powder, which put to alittle water they eate; he had alittle
Tobacco in a bag, but none of them drunke but when he li-

fted, fome of themhad their faces paynted blacke,from the
forehead to the chin, foure or fiue fingers broad ; othersaf-
ter other fafhions, as they liked ; they brought three or foure

skins, but we would not trucke with them at all thatday, but
wifhed them to bring more, and we would trucke for all,
which they promifed within a night or two, and would Jeaue
thefe behind them, though we were not willing they fhould,

" and they breught vs all ourtooles againe which were taken

in the Woods, in cur mens abfence,{o becaufe of the day we
difmiiTed them fo fooneaswe could. But Samefet our firfl
acquaintance, eyther wasficke, ox fayned himfelfe {fo, and
would not goe with them, and ftayed with vs till Wednefday
morning: Thenwefent himtothem, to know the reafon
they came not according to their words, and we gauehiman
hat, a payre of fockings and fhooes, a fhirt, and a pecce of

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" The Sabboth day, when we fent them from vs, wee gaue
every one of them fome trifies, efpecially, the principall of

them, we carried them alorg with our Armes to the place

we bad them fareweli, and they were glad, and fo with ma-

ny thankes given vsthcy departed, with promife they would
come againe. i .
- Munday and twelday proved fayre dayes, we digged our
rounds, and fowed our garden {ecds. | _
W ednefday a fine warme day, welent away Samo/et.
That day we had againe a meeting, to conclude of lawes
and orders for our felues, and te confirme thole Milicary
_Ordersthat were formerly propounded, and twife broken
off by the Savages commung,but fo we wereagaineche third
time.for after we had beene an houre rogether,on the top of
the hillover againit vs two or three Savages prelented them-
{elues, that made femblance of daring vs, as we thought, {o
Captaine Standify with another, with their Muskets went 0«
ver to them,with two of the mafters mates that follows chem
without Armes, having two Muskecs withthem,they whet-

ted and rubbed their Arrowes and Strings, and made.(hew

of defiance, but when our men drew nere them, they ranne

away. T hus wewere agaiveincerrupred by them ; chis day
wich much adoe we got our Carpenter that hed beepe long
ficke of the fcurvey, to fit our, Shallop, to feich all from a-
boord. ' -

' Thurf{daythe 22.0f < March, was a very fayre warme day.
About noone we met agatie about our publique bulinefle,.
but we hid {carce beenc an houre together,but Sumo/er came
againe, and Squantothe oncly natiuc of Pasuxar, wherewe.
now inhabite, who wasone of the twentie Capuiues that by
Humt were carried away, and had beene in Englind. & dvele
in Cornebifi with malter fobm Slanie a Marchant, and could
fpeakea litte Englifh. with threcothers, and they bronght
with them fome few skinnes to trucke, and fome red Iler-

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rings newly taken and dryed, bucnot’ falted, and fignificd

vnto vs, that their great Sagamore CMafafoyt was hard byy

with @ uadegmina his brother, and ail their men. They couid
not well expretlein Englifh whde they wouldy but after an
Houre the King came to the top of an hill over agdinit vs,
and had in hts trayne {ixtie men, thar wee could wellbehold
them ,and they vs: we were not willing to {end our gover-
nour to them, and they vowilling to come to vs,{o Sgrante
went againe voto him, who brovght word that wee Ahould

fend one to patley with him, whichwe'did, which was Ed-

ward Winfloe,tc know hismind, and rofignifie themind and

will of our governour,which wasto haué trading and peace .

~ with him. Wefent to the King a payre of Kniues,andaCop-

per Chayne, with a Iewell at it. To' Quadequina we fent
likewile a Knife and a Iewell tp hang inhis eare,and withall -
a Pot of ltrong water,a good quantitie of Bisker,and (ome -
butter, which wereall willingly zecepted : our Metlenger-
made a {peech vnto him, that King YA mes’ faluted him
with words of loue and Peace, and did accept of him as his
Friend and Alie; and that our Governour delired to fee hii
and to trucke wirh.him, and to confirme a Peace with him;
as his nexe neighbour : he liked well of the fpeech and heard
itattentiuely, though the Interpreters did not well expretle
it ; after hie hiad eaten and dranke him{clfe,and given the reft
to his company, he looked vpon our metfengers{ vordand
a¥mour whichhehad on, with'intimation ef his delireito buy-
it, but on'the othet fide.' ovr mellenger fhewed his vnwils
lingnesto part withit: In theend heleft him in the cuftodie -

 of Quadequinahis brother, and came over the brooke,and

fome twentieimeh following him, lcaving all their Bowes
and Arrowes belund them . \Vekeptlix ot %cav-en as hoitages!

who prefently came and a troupe with hiin, {o likewife wee
entertained him, and convayed him to the place prepared ;
he was very fearefull of our peeces,and made (ignes of dif~
like, that they (hould be carried away,whereupon Commans
dement was given, they fhould belayd away. He wasave-
ry proper tall young man, of a verymodeft and feemely
countenance,and he did kindelylike of our entertainement,
{o we convayed him likewife aswee did the King; buc diuers
of their people (tayed thll, when hee was recurned, then they
difmifled our metlenger. Two of his people would haue
ftay ed all night,but we would not {uffer it : onething I for-
got. the King hadin his bofome hanging in a {kring, a great
fong knife, heemarveiled muchat our Trumpet, andiome
of hismen would found it as well asthey could,; Samsférand -
Sqguante,they {layed al night with vs,and the King and al his
men lay all nightin the woods,not abouehalfe an Englith
myle from vs, and all their wines and women with them

the Goverriout to make choice of Sreven Hopkins, & Edward
Winfloe to goe vnro him, and havirg 2 fit opportunisie, by
reafon of a Savage; called Tifguantsm ( thae could {peake
Englifh) comming vntovs; with all expedition provided a
Horfe-mans coat, of red Corton, and laced with aflightlace
for a prefent, that both they and their meflige might be the
_more acceptable among(tthem. The Meflage was as fol
loweth & That foralmuch as his {ubiects came often and
without feare, vpon all occafions amengft vs, fo wee were
now comevnto him, and in witneile of the loue and
good will the Englilh beare vnto him, the Governour hath
fenthima coat, deliring thatthe Peace and Amitte that was

-~
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betweenethem and vs might be continued, not that we fea-
red them,but becaule we intended notto iniure 2ny; deliring
toliue peaceably : and as with all men, fo efpecially with
them our neereit neighbours. But whercashis peorle came
very often,and very many together vito vs,bringing for the
moft part cheir wiues and ch:ldren with them, they were
well come ; yet webeing but ftrangersas yetat Patuxer,alias

New Plimmarh, and not knowing how our Corne might
. profper,we could no lenger giue them {uch entertainment
as we had done, and as we delived (lill to doe:yetif he would
be pleafed to come himfelfe, or any {peciall friend of bLis
defired to fee vs, comming from him they fhould be well-
come ;and to theend wee might know them from others,
 our Govergourhad fent hima copper Chayne,deliring if a-

ny Metlenger fhould comefrom him to vs, wemi ghtknow

him by bringing it with him, and hearken and giue credite
 to his ' Metlage accordingly. Alfo requelting him that fuch
as haue skins, fhould bring them to vs, and thathe would
hinder the multitude from oppre(ling vs with them. And
 whereas at our firltarrivall at 2 aomet (called by vs Cape Cod)
we found there Corne buried in the ground,and finding no
inhabitants but fome graues of dead new buryed,tooke the
Corne, refolving ifever we could heare of any that had righe
thereunto, to make fatisfacion to the full for jtyet fince we
vnderftand the owners thereof were fled forfeare of vs,our
-defirewas either to pay them with thelike quantitic of corne,
- ~Englith meale, or any other Commodities we had to plea-
{ure them withall ; requefting him that fome one of his men
might fignifie fo much vnto them, and wee would content
him for his paines. And laft of all; our Gouernourrequefted
one favour ofhim, whichwas, that he would exchange fome
of their Corne for feede with us, that we might make tryall
which beft agreed wich the foyle where we liue. .
Withthefe prefents and meflage we fet forward the tenth
Iune, about9.a clocke inthe Morning, our gmide refol-
ving that night to reftac Namafchee, a Towne voder Maffa-
Joye, and conceived by vs to bee very neere, becaufe the
| In-
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Inhabitants flocked fo thicke vpon every flight occafion a-
mong(tys: but weefound itto bee fome fitteene Englifh
myles. On the way wefound {ome ten or twelue men wo-
menand children, which had petered vs, till wee were wea-
ric of them, perceiving that (2s the manner ofthem all is),
where victualliscaliliclt co be gotythere they live, efpecially
in the Summer : by realon whereof our Bay affording ma-
ny Lobfters,they refortevery {pring tide thither: & now re-
wrned with vs to Namafchet, - T hither we came about 3, a
clock after noone,the Inhabitants entertaining vs with 10y,
in the belt manner they could, giving vs a kinde of bread .ca{ -
led by them Maszixm,and the fpawne of Shads, which then
they gor 1n abundancg, in {o much as they gaue vs {roones

to cace them, wicththelethey boyled mufhie Acorns, but
of the Shads we eate heartily, Afterthis they defired one of

our men to {hoote at 2 Crow , complaining what damage
they {uftained in their Corne by them, who fhooting fome
fourefcore off and killing , they much admired it; as other
{hots onother occafions. After this 7y/guantnm told ve we
fhould hardly in one day reach P akanoksck_ moving vs ta
goe fome 8. myles further,where we fiould finde more ftore -
and better victuals then there ; Being willing to halten our
Iourney wewent,and came chither at Sunneletting, where
we found many of the Nama/cheucks(they fo calling the men
of Namafchet ) fithing vppon a Ware whichthey had made
on a River which belonged to them, where they caught a-

bundance of Balle. Thefe welcommed vsalfo 5 gaue vs of
their fifh, 2nd we them of our viQuals, not doubting bur we
fhould hate enough whereere we came. There we lodged
in the epen fieldes : for houfes they had none, though they
{pent the mo(t ofthe Summer there. The head of this. Ri-
ver is reported to bee not farre from the place of oyr abode,
vponit are,and bauebeenemany Townes,itbeinga good

Having hereagaine refrehed ourfelves we proceeded in
our lourney,the weatherbeing veryhotefor fravell, yerthe
Country {o well watered thata man could {carcebedricbut
he fhould haue a {pring at hand rocoole histhurfi;belide fimal
Rivers in abundince : But the Salvages will not willingly
drinke, but at a {pring head. When wee came toany {imall
Brooke where no bridge was, two of thenydefired fo carry
vsthrough of their owneaccords, aliofearing wee were or
would be weary, offéred to carry our pecces,alio if we would
lay offany of our clothes, we fhould haiie chiem carried : and

as the one of them bad found wore{peciall kindnefle ficm

- oneofthe Metfengers,and the other Salvage fromthé ocher
fo they Mhewed their ‘thankefulnetle’ accordingly in aifor-

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ding vsall helpe,and furtherance in the Iourney.

Aswe pafled along, we oblerved that there were few pla-
ces by the River,buthad beene inhabited,by reafon where-
of,much ground was cleare, faue of weedes which grewe
higher then our heads. There ismuch goed Timber beth
Oake , Waltaur-rrec, Firre, Beech, and exceeding great

‘Chellnut-trees. The Country in refpect of thelying otic, is

both Champanicand hilly, like many placesin England. In. -
fome places its very rockie both aboue groundandinit:

prooved a friend,and had onely two women withhimstheir

of the women a (lring of Beades, and departed, '
After wee came to a Towne of CMaffafoyts,where we eat,
Oyftersand other fith. From thence we wentto P ackanokick,
but Aaffajeyt was not at home, there we layed hebeing fent
for:when newes wasbrought ofhis comming, our guide 77/~
quantumrequelted that at our meering,wee would difcharge
our peeces,butone of vs going about to charge bis peece,the
women and children through feare to {ee himtake vpp his
pecce, ram away, and could pot bee prcified, till hee layd ‘it
‘dowpe againe, whoafterward were betterinforined by our
Interpreter, ) A
MefJafoyt being come, ¥ ee difcharged our Pccccf_ ; angﬁ.

: aduted:
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faluted him,who after their manner kindly well commed vs,
and tooke vs into his houfe,and fec vs downeby him,where

having delivered our forefayd Metlage, and Prefents, and

~having put the Coat on his backe, and the Chayne about his
necke, he was nota lictle proud to behold him{elfe, and his
men alfo to fec their King {o brauely attyred,

For anfwere to our Metlage,he told vs we were well- come,
and he weould gladly continue that Peace and Friend(hip
which was becweene him & vs :and for hismen they fhould
no more pefter vs as they had done: Alfo, that he would
{end to Paomet,and would helpe vs with Corne for {eed, ac-
cording to ourrequefl,

This being done,his men gathered neere to him,to whom
he turned him{elfe, and made a great Speech ; they fome-
timeinterpofing, and as it were, confirming and applauding,

him in that he fayd. The meaning whemeof was (asfarreas
we could learne ) thus ; Was not he ¥affafojr Comman-
der of the Councrey about them?Was not fucha Townehis
and the people of it 2 and (hould they not bring their skins.
vito vs? To which they an{wered, they were his& would. -
be at peace with vs, and bring tkeir skins to vs, After this
manner, he named at leaft thirtic places, and their anfwere
was as aforefayd co every one : {o.that as it was delightfull,
it was tedious vnto vs.

This being ended, he lighted Tobacco for vs, and fell to..
dilcourfing of Exgland, & of the Kings Maieftie, marvayling
that he would liue without a wife. Alfo he talked of the
French-men, bidding vs not to {yffer them to come to Nar-
rohiganfer, for it was King 1 A Mg 'S his Countrey, and he ala
fo was King 1 AmEe s hisman. Late it grew, but viualls
heoffered none ; for indeed hehad not any, being he came.
fonewly home. Sowedelired to goetorelt helaydvs on_

the bed wich him{eife and his wife, they at the one end and.
we at the other, it being onely plancks layd a foot from the
ground, andathin Mat vpon them, Two more of his chiefe .
men for want of roome preifed by and vpon vs ; fo thatwe.
were worfe weary of our lodging then of curiourney..

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- Thenext day being Thurfday, many of their Sachims,
or peity Governours came to feevs, and many of their men
alfo. There they went o their manner of Ganes for skins
and kniues, There we challenged them to fhoote with thens
for skins : but they durlt nots onely they defired to fce one
of vs (hpoteat a marke, who fhooting with Haile-fhot,they
wondred to fe¢ the marke {o full of holes.. About enc 2
clocke, CMaffafoye brought two filhes that he had fhet, they
were like Breamebut threetimes fo bigge, and better meate.
Thelebeing boyled there wereat left forcielooked for fhare
inthem,the moft eate'of them: Thismealeonely we had in

two nights and a day,and had notone of vs bought a Par- -

tridge, we had raken our Journey fafting : Very importunate
hewas to haue vs [tay with them longer : But wee defired to
keepe the Sabboth at hame : and feared we (hould either be
light-headed for want of #leepe, for what with bad lod gicg,
the Savages barbarous (inging, (for they vie co [ing them-
feluesafleepe ) lice and fleas within doores, and Muskeetoes
without, wee could hardly fleepe all the time of our being
there ; we much fearing, that iF wee fhould {tay any longer,
we fhoald not be able to recover home for want of itrength,
So that on the Fryday morning before Sun-rifing,wetooke
our leave and departed, CMaffa/oyt being both gricved and

afhamed,that he could no berter entertaine vs:and retaining
Tyfgrnantuns to {end from place to place to procure trucke for

vs'and appointing another. called Tokemsahamon in his place,

whomwe had found faichfull before and after vpon all oc-

<afions. . '

At this towne of C¥a[fafeyts, where we before cate, wee
were againe refrefhed withaliede fith 5 and bought 2bout a
handfull of Meale of thetr parched Corne, which was ver
precious at that time of the yeere,and a fmall ftring of dryed
fhell-fifl,asbig as Oyftets. Thelatrer we gaue to the fixe
Savages that accompanied vs, keeping the Meale for our
{elues, when we dranke we eate each a {poonefull of it with”
aPipe of Tobacco, in {tead of other victuals; and of chis al-
fo we could notbut giuc them fo long asitlalled,Fiue myles

: ' A they
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they led vs to ahoufe out of the way.in hope of yicualls.
but we found ne body there, and fo wexe burworfe able to
returne home. Thatnightwereached toithe wire where
we lay betore,but the Nama/ohencks werereturned:fothat ne
had no hope of any thing there.On¢ of the Savages had (hot
a Shad in the water, anda fmall Squirriil as big asa Rat, cal-
 led a Nenzss the one halfe of either he gaue vs,and after went
~ tothe wireto filhy From hence we wrote to Plimonth, and
{fent Tokamahamon betore to Namasker, willing him from
_thence to {end another, that he might meet vs with food at

- Namasket. Twomennow onely remained with vs, and it
pleafed God to gine them good [tore of fith, fo that we were
well refrefhed. After fupper we went to reft, and they to
fithing againe : more they gatandfell to eating a-frefh, and
retayned fufficient readie roft for all our break-fafts. About
two a Clocke in the morning, arofe agreat torme of wind,
raine, lightning,andthunder, in fuch violent manner, that
we could not keepe in our fire ;and had the Savages not re-
fted fifh when we were alleepe, we had fet forward falting s
for the raine (Rill continued with great violence, even the
‘whole day thorow,‘till wee came within two myles of

Being wett and weary, atlength we came to Nama/cher,

- there we'refrefhed our felues, giming gifts to all fuch as had
fhewed vs anykindnelle, Ameng(t others one of the fixe
that came wichvs from Packanokik haviog beforethis on the
way vnkindly forfaken vs,marvayled we gaue him nothing,
and told vs what he had done for vs ; we alfo told him of
fome difcurtefies he offered vs, whereby he deferved no-
thing, yet we gauehim a fmall trifle: wherevpon he offered
vs Tobacco:but the houfebeing full of people,we told chem
hee (tole fome by theway, and if it wereofthat we would
not take it : For we would not receiue that which was ftolne

One thing was very grieuousvnto vs at this place ; There
was an old woman, whom we iudged to be no lefie thenan
hundred yeeres old, which came to {ee vs becaufe fhee never
faw Englifh,yet could not beheld vs without breaking forth
into great paflion, weeping and crying exceffiuely, We de-
maunding the reafon of it, they told vs, fhehad three {ons,
who when mufter Hune was in thefe parts went aboord his

- Ship to trade with him, and he carried them Capriues into

Spaine ( for Ti/guantnns at that time was carried away alfo)
by which meanes fhee was deprived of the comfort of her
children in her old age. We told them we were forry thac
any Englifh man fhould giue them thar offence, that Hune
was a bad man,and thatall the Englifh that heard of it con-
demned him for the {ame : but for vs we would not offer
them any {uch iniury, thoughit would gaine vs all ¢he skins.
inthe Countrey. So we gaue her fome {mall trifles, which
{omewhat appeafed her. : o
After dinner we tooke Boat for Nasu/et, Iyanonghand two

of his men accompanying vs. Ere we came to Nawufez, the

day and tyde wercalmolt {pent, in fo much as we could not
goe in wichour Shallop : but the Sachim or Governour of
Cemmaguid went a (horeand his men with him,wealfo fent
T3/quantm to tcll e 4 pinet the Sachim of Nasgfer wherefore
we came, The Sauageshere came very thicke amongft vs,

andwere earnelt with vsto bringin our Beate. But we nei-

ther well could, nor yet defired to doe it; becaufe we had
feft caufeto trult them;being they onely had formerly made
an Affault vpon vsin the fame place, in time of our Winter
D:fcouery for Habitation. Andindced it was no maruvayle
they did fo, for how{ocuer through fnow or otherwife
wee faw no houfes, yet wee were in the middeft of
shem, ] ,

When
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' When our boat was aground tfiey czmevery thicke, but
wee (food thercin vpon our guard, not {uffering any to en-
ter except two: the onebeing of Chleuramorck s and one of
thole ; whofe Corne we had tormerlyfound, we promifed
him reftizution, & delired him either to come to Pargxer {or
{atisfaGion, or elfe we weuld bring them {o much corne a-
gaine, hee promifed to come, wee vied him very kindely for
the prefenc. Somne few skins we gate there but notmany.
Afcer Sun-fet, e 4/pimer came with a great traine,& brought
the boy with himn, one¢ bearing him through the water : hee
had not letlethen an hundread withhim , the halfe whereof
came to the Shallop tide vnarmed with him, the other ftood
aloofe with their bow and arrowes. Therehe delivered vs
the boy, behung with beades,and made peace with vs , wee
- beltowing a knite on him, and hikewiie on anctherthat fir}
entertained the Boy and brought him thither. So they de-
parted from vs. |
Here we vadertood, that the Narrobiganfets had {poyled
fome of Aafjafoyts men, and taken him. This (trucke fome
feare invs, becaule the Colony was {o weakely guarded,
the trengththereof being abroad: But we fec fooreh with
refolution to make the beft halt hoine wee could ; yet the
* winde being contrary, having {carce any frefh wWater leaft,
and atlealt 16.leagueshome,we putin againeforthe fhore.
There we metagaine with fyanonghthe Sachim of Ciimaguid,
and the moft of his Towne, both men women & children
with him. Hee being ftill willing to gratifie vs, tooke arun«
let and led our menin the darkea great way for water , but
could inde none good : yet brought fuch as there wason
his neckewith then. In the meanetinme the wonmenioyned
hand in hand. fingingand dancing before the Shallop, the
menalfo fhewing all the kindes they covld 5 /yanemyb him-
{elfetaking a bracelec from about his necke,and hanging it

_ fpeaking alfo difdainfully of vs, lorming at the Peace be-
- tweene Nawfet, ( ummaguid, and vs, and at Tifquastnm the
worker of it 5 alfo at Tokamabamon, and one Hebbawock
( two Indians or Lemes, one of which he would trecheroufly
haue murdered alittle before being a (peciall and trulty man
of Maf[sfoyts ) Tokamabamenwent to him, but the other two
“would not 5 yet put their liues in their hands, privately went
to fee if they could heare of their Kiag, and lodging at Na-
mafchet were difcouered to (enbatant, who feta guard to be-
fet the houfe and tooke T#guantum ( for he had fayd, if he
were dead, the Englifh had loft their tongue ) Hobbamock {ce-
ing that Zifguantum was taken, and Combatant held aknife

Vpon this Newes the Company®flembled cogether, and'

death of T#/guantum on Coubatant our bitter Epetiy, and to
retaine Nepeof, another Sacium er Gouernour, whe was
of this confederacy, till'we heard,what was becoiue of our
friend Maffa/oyr.

On the morrow we fet out ten men Armed, who tooke
their iourney as aforefayd, buc the day proved very wett.
When wee {uppofed we were within three or foure myles
of Namafchet, we went out of the way and {tayed chereill
night, becaufc we would not be difcouered. Therewecon~
fulced what to doe, and thinking belt to befer thie houfe at
mid-hight, each was zppointed his taske by the Capraine,
all men incouraging one another, to the vimolt of their
power. ) : | '

By night our guide loft his way, which much difcoura-
ged our men,being wve were wet, and weary of our armes s
but one of our men hauing beene before at Namafchet
brought vs into the way againe.

Before we cameto the Townewe fat downeand atefuch
asour Knapfacke atfoorded, that being done, wee threw
them alide, and all fuch things as might hinder vs, and {o

caton and befet the houfey according to our laft refolu-
tion. Tholethat entred, demaunded if Cosbatant werenot
there: but feare had berefi the Savages of [peech. We char-
ged them not to ftirre, for if Conbatant were not there, we
would notmeddle with them, if he were, we came principal-
ly for hirn, to be auenged on him for the fuppofed death of
Tfquantum, and other matters : but hew{oeuer wee would
not at all hurt cheir women, or children. Notwithftanding
fome of them prefled otit at a private doere and efcaped,

but with fome wounds: At length perceiuing our pringipall -

ends,they told vs Coxbatam was returned with all his craine,

and that 73/gmantum was yetliving,and in thetowne offering
fome Tobacco, other fuchas they hdd to eate. In chis hurley

burley we difcharged two Peeces acrandome,  hich much
terrified
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terrified all che Inhabicants, except Tifguantum and Tokama-
bawsony who though they knew not our end in comming,
yet atfured chem of our honefly, that we would not hure
them. Thofe boyesthat were in the houfefeeing our care of
woinen, often cryed Neen [quaes, that s to (ay, 1am aWo-
man : the \Women alio hanging vpon Hobbamock, calling
him Zowam, thac is, Friend. Butto be (hort, we kept them
we had, and made them make a fire that we might fee to
fearchthe houfe. In the meane time, Hobbamock gat on the
top of the houle, and called Ty/guantum and i ckamahamon,
which came vnto vs accompanied with others, fomearmed
and others niked, Tholethat had Bowes and Arrowes we
tookethemaway, promiling them againe when it was day.
The houfe we tooke for our better {afegard : but releafed
thofe we had taken, manifelting whom we came for and
whercfore, |
On the next morning we marched into the middeft of
the Towne, and went to the houfe of Zi/guantum to break-
falt. Thither cameall whofe hearts were vpright towardes
vs, but all Conbatantsfadtion were fled away. There inthe
middeft of them we manifelted againe our intendment,
alluring them; that-although Cowbatant-had now efcaped
vs, yet there was no place fhould fecure him and hisfromvs.
if he continued his threatning vs, and prouoking others a- -
gainft vs, whe hadkindly entertained him, and neuer in-
tended euill towards him till he now fo iuftly deferued iz.
Moreover, if CMaffafoyt did not returne in fafetie from
Narrohigganfet, or if hereafter he fhould makeany infurrec-
tion againit him, er offer violence to Tifguantum, Hobba-
mock, or any of CMaffafoyts Subie@®s, we would revenge
it vpon him, to the ouer-throw of him aad his. As for
thofe were wounded, we were {orry for 1t, though them-
felues procured it in not ftaying inthe houfe at our com-
mand : yetif they would returne home with vs,our Surgeon
fhould heale then,
¢ Acthis offer, one man and awoman that were wounded
went home with vs, Ty/guminm and many other knowne
T friends
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friends accompanying vs, -and offering all helpe that:
might be by carriage of any thing wee had to eafe .\

We cameinto the bottome of the Bay, but beinglate wee s
anchoredand lay in the Shallop,not bauing feencanyof the
people. The next morning we put in for the fhore. There
we found many Lobfters that had beene gathered together
by the Saluages, which we made ready vnder a cliffe. The

‘Captaine fecewo Sentinels behind the cliffe to the landward
to {ecure the Shallop,and taking a guide with him,andfoure
of our company, went to fceke the Inhabitants, where they
met a woman comming for her Lobffers, they told her of
them,and contented her for them. Shetold them where the
people were ; Tifguantum went to them, the relt returned,
hauing direction which way to bring the Shallop to them.

The Sachim, or Gouernour of this place, 1s called 0bba-
#snewatyand though helive in the bottome of the Maffachs=
fet bay, yetheisvnder CMaffufoyr. He vied vs very kindlys
he told vs, he durft not then remaine in any fetled place,
for feare of the Tarentines. Alfo the Squa Sachim, or Mafja~
shufets Queenewasan encmy to him. i —

st - e
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Wetold himof diuers Sachims that had acknowledged
themfelues to be King 1A »E s kis men, 2ad if bealfo would
{ubmit himfelfe,we would be his fafegard from his enemies 5
which he did, and went along with vs to bring vs§'to the
Squa Sachim. Againe we crofled the Bay whichis very large,
and hath atlef fiftie llands in it : but the certaine number is
not knowne to the Inhabirants, Night it was before wee
came tothat fideof the Bay where this people were. On fhore
the Saluages went butfound nobody. That night alfo we
rid at Anchoraboord the Shallop. |

On the morrow we wentafhore,all but twp men,and mar-
ched in Armes vp in the Countrey. Hauing gone three
myles, wecameto 2 place where Corne had beene newly
gathered, ahoulepulled downe, and the people gone. A
myle from hence, Nanepafbemet their King in- his life time
had lived. His houfe was not like others, but a {eaffold was
largely built, with pools and plancks feme fix foote from
ground, and the houfe vpon that, being fituated on the top

of ahill. 3 | _

Not farrefrom hence in a botteme, wee came to a Fort
built by their deceafed King,the manner thus 5 There were
pools‘fome thirtieor fortie footelong, (tucke in the ground
as thicke as they could be fet one by another;, and with thefe:
they inclofed aring fomeforty or fifty foote ouer. A trench
breaft high was digged on each fide 5 one way there was to
goe into it withabridgesin the mid(t of this Pallizade tood
the frame of an houfe, wherein being dead he lay buryed.

About amyle from hence, we came to fuch another, but
feated onthetop of an hill : hexe, Nunepafbemer was killed,
none dwelling init fince the time of his death. Atthis place
we [tayed, and fent two Saluages tolooke the Inhabitants,
and to informe them of our ends 1 comming, that they
might not be fearcfull of vs : Within a myle of chis place °
they found the women of the place together, with their
Corne on heapes, whither wefuppofed them tobe fled for
feare of vs, and the more, becaufein divers places they had
newly pulled downe theivhoufes, and forhalt in one place
had left fome of their Corne coucred with a Mat, and.no bo-
dy withit, : With -
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With much feare they entertained vs at firlt, but feeing
our gentle carriage towards them, they tooke heart and en-
tercatned v in the belt manner chey could, boyling Cod
. and fuch other things as they had for vs. At length with
much fending for came one of their men, (hakingand trem-
bling for feare. But when he faw we intended them no hure,
but came to tracke, he promifed vs his skinsal{o. Of him we
enquired for their Queene, butitfeemed fhee was far from
thencesatleft we could notfeeher.

Here Tifguantums would haue had vs rifled the Saluage wo-
men, and taken their skins, and all fuch things-as might be
{eruiceablefor vs ; for (faydhe ) they are a bad people, and
haue oft threatned you : But our anfwere was; Were (l;:y.
neuer fo bad, we would notwrong them, or giuethem any
juft occafion againft vs : for their words we little weighed
them, but ifthey once attempted any thing again(t vs, then
we would deale far worfe then he delired. |

Hauing well fpent the day, wereturned to the Shallop,
almoft all the Women accompanying vs, to trucke, who
fold their coats from their backes, and tyed boughes about
them, but with great fhamefaltneile ( for indced they are
more modeft then fome of our Englifh womenare ) we pro-
mifcd them to comie againe to them, and they vs, to kecpe
theirskins. | .

Within this Bay, the Salvages fay, there arc two Riuers 5
the one whereof we faw, hauing a faire entrance, buc wehad
no time to difcouer it, Better harbours for fhipping cannot
be then here are. At the entrance of the Bay are man

 Rockes; and in all likelihood very good fithing ground.

Many, yea, moflt of the Ilands haue beene 1nhabited, {fome

ibeing cleered froni end to end, but the people arc all dead, -

or remoucd.
- Qur viGuall growing {carce, the Winde comming
fayre, and hauingalight Moone, we fetout at
cuening, and through the goodnefic of
